	Science
	Sound
In this unit pupils will learn that sound is caused by a fast back-and forth movement: a vibration. A vibrating object will make the particles of air around it vibrates too. The air particles, pushed one way push their neighbours in the same way, and then bounce back, so the vibration spreads outwards. This vibration spreading outwards is what we call sound. How far away you can hear a sound depends on its volume. This is to do with the amplitude (size) of the vibration. A quiet sound, like a whisper, doesn’t travel very far. But a really loud sound can travel for hundreds of miles. Pupils will learn that more than a hundred years ago when a volcano exploded on the island of Krakatoa, the sound could be heard in Australia, almost three thousand miles away.

	The Stone Age to the Iron Age
This unit helps to develop children’s understanding of the key substantive concept of society-looking at how people lived, migration to Britain and how villages operated over time. The children will also look at prehistoric religion, trade and how conflict between warring tribes resulted in the need for weaponry and protection (e.g. building of Hill forts)

	Geography
	Spatial Sense
This unit looks again at compass directions and introduces the eight-point compass. Children will use the eight-point compass to describe their local area. Children will look at ordnance survey maps and the symbols they use. They will look for symbols representing places in their local area that they are familiar with. Simple grid references will be introduced, and children will learn how to locate places on a map using a letter and number grid reference.

	Line
They start by learning how artists use sketchbooks, looking at famous examples and go onto use their own, carrying out exploratory drawings using different kinds of lines and drawing materials. The children then study at how artists can vary the weight of their line looking at Leonardo da Vinci’s sketchbook drawings of water. They go onto explore through the works of Rembrandt, Van Gogh, Picasso and Moore how artists use lines in different ways, to show shape, tone and texture. They do drawing exercises to use lines in ways which they may not have encountered before: continuous line drawings to show a piece of fruit and using multiple lines next to each other to show the contours of a hand. The children conclude the unit by studying how printing can create lines through the woodblock prints of Hokusai, in particular The Great Wave. Over three lessons they carry out an extended project to produce a detailed monoprint, using polystyrene.

	States of Matter and the Water Cycle
In this unit, children will learn about the main parts of the Water Cycle including evaporation, condensation, precipitation and collection. They will learn about each part in detail before piecing them all together to complete the cycle. This approach will support their vocabulary development over time, focussing in on each scientific process before stepping back and seeing the cycle as a whole.

	History
	Ancient Egypt
During this unit, the children will look at Ancient Egypt’s hierarchal society at this time. Children will look at social pyramids and be introduced to the terminology-slaves, Viziers, Craftsmen/Artisans, and Pharaoh. They will also learn about what it would be like to live in Egypt at this time looking at how archaeologists have been able to find out about the food they ate, the clothes they wore, the houses they lived in and the jobs they did. The children will learn about the similarities and differences between the lives of the rich and the poor, and the lives of men and women at this time.

	Geography
	Settlements
 Children will learn about hamlets, villages, towns and cities, their locations in a locally relevant part of the UK and their features. The terms ‘rural’ and ‘urban’ will be introduced and children will recognise features of rural and urban areas of the UK. Population density is introduced, and pupils will examine and interpret population data of the UK from a map. Whilst studying aspects of settlements, children will build their knowledge of locally relevant geographical areas.

	Art
	Still Life and Form
They explore what a still life is and how it is a genre in art which has existed for a long time, comparing a still life painted on the walls at Herculaneum from the time of the eruption of Mount Vesuvius in Italy in 79 C.E. with pop art by Andy Warhol from the 1960s. The children then spend three lessons looking at the still life work of Morandi, using his work to investigate the meaning of form, and how artists use different techniques to create the illusion of three dimensions in a two-dimensional drawing. They practise using different pencil techniques to show form and then draw their own still life from observation using cross-hatching. This skill builds on the work done in the previous unit about line. The children then move on to investigate how colour can be used to show form in the still life paintings of Cezanne and paintings of horses by Stubbs. They draw their own still life in colour, learning how to layer oil pastels working from dark to light.
